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Goals: 

1. To diminish poverty in Ontario. 

2. To build a strong anti-poverty movement in Ontario.

Objectives and Demands:

1. To increase Ontario Works and Ontario Disability Support Program benefits to reflect the real cost of living and have both indexed to the cost of living.

2. To increase the minimum wage to $10 an hour and have it indexed to the cost of living.

3. To end the clawback of the National Child Benefit Supplement from families receiving social assistance.

Strategies:

1. To build public awareness of the realities of poverty, social assistance and low-wage work.

2. To build public support for the campaign demands.

3. To exert political pressure on the provincial government to meet campaign demands.

General Tactics:

1. To solicit the participation of agencies, organizations, and communities in the campaign.
2. To hold public education forums on the realities of poverty, social assistance, and low-wage work.
3. To provide opportunities for low-income activists to speak publicly about the realities of poverty, social assistance, and low-wage work.
4. To organize demonstrations and other actions to exert political pressure and bring public, political, and media attention to the realities of poverty, social assistance and low-wage work.
5. To lobby MPPs on the need to meet campaign demands.
6. To build relationships between friendly business and activists.
7. To provide skills-building workshops for activists.
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
